School Happenings

Special Speaker: On Monday morning
the 8™ graders were greeted by a special
speaker. In gemara this year, both classes
are learning the 3" perek of Masechet Bava
Metziawhich deals with a lot of business law
where the mention of the Beit Din, the
Jewish court, comes of often. Rabbi Dani
Rapp, a rebbe in YU with a law degree from
Columbia University and a member of the
Beit Dinof America spoke with the students
on a wide range of topics. He told us the
basic functions of the Beit Din nowadays and
which types of cases they are presented
with. Rabbi Rapp spoke mostly about cases
that he has presided over that directly
connect with the topics the children are
discussing in class. He fielded questions
from ever being bribed to the role, if any, of
lawyers in the court, from when can a person
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decide to choose the secular courts over the
Beit Din to taking an oath before giving
testimony. It was an extremely informative
presentation that will hopefully serve so as a
springboard towards a more thorough
understanding of the sugyot being studied
as well as an appreciation of its relevance.
