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6" & 7" Grade Language Arts
Room 308 continues to be a busy place
where lessons never stop. Students are
studying grammar, lite rature, writing, and
vocabulary every week.

é Both 6™ & 7'" grades recently completed
their Steinbeck units and wrote excellent
analytical book reports discussing one of the
themes that we explored in class. The sixth
graders are now reading their choice  of
three books in preparation for their next
novel , L oiheGikeo andthd s
seventh grade is reading The Other Side of
Truth , by Beverley Naidoo, before studying
Animal Farm. They are honing their skills in
reading for detail by completing variou s
graphic organizers, such as chapter maps,
character maps, timelines, and person
pyramids. Simultaneously, both the 6™ & 7"
grade classes are also moving through their
Strategies for Writers  textbooks and
Practice the Strategies Notebooks . Using
rubrics , samples, and step-by-step practice,
the sixth grade learned how to write formal
business letters, and the seventh grade
learned how to write respectful e  -mails
requesting information and assistance. Both
classes are now beginning to learn how to
write pe rsuasively. Each week, students are
also given an opportunity to practice more
independent, creative writing after receiving
focused lessons on relevant skills, such as
the use of powerful verbs and specific
nouns, picturesque and figurative language,
and more. The children are working their
way through their Stadlier -Oxford
vocabulary books, and have just reviewed
the new words for unit 9. Quizzes are given
every ten days or so. Finally, now that the
appropriate formal grammar lessons are
more-or -less complete, we have returned to
a more interactive and exciting whole -
language approach to grammar and
punctuation called DOL. Several times each
week, incorrectly written sentences from a
story are shown on the Smartboard. The
students first try independently to write

Grade 5: As part of our history unit on
the creation of our country, the 5™ grade
has carefully considered the details of the
Declaration of Independence, paying close
attention to the logical organization of th is
famous document.

this, students are working in groups to
complete their versions of the Declaration,
offering the same points, but with a twist!
Each group was challenged to develop a
theme for its declaration, and will soon be
able to share with everyone some incredibly
creative work! Imagine the declaration,

writte n to the theme of bowling pins

breaking away from their alley, or toppings
breaking away from an ice -cream store? How
about people breaking away from gravity or
Jedi breaking away from the Old Republic
(hey, wait a secé did
happen?) Soon our class will present their
finished documents for all the world to see!

In science, we have been studying various
elements of geology. Like real geologists, we
learned to identify rocks based upon various
attributes, including color, density, luster,
plate-st reak and hardnes
scale of hardness, just like real geologists!
We also got to view and handle a variety of
fossils, and noted how a fossil can be the
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whole creature, a part of the creature, or
just an impression of the creature in stone
What makes any fossil a fossil, we decided,
is that it is evidence of something that once
lived. We next used clay to simulate a fossil
found in stone and, again like real geologists,
poured plaster into the impression the
ocreaturebo
cast of the long -gone creature in relief
(sticking out of the plaster).

In writing, we have challenged ourselves to
create some fantastic fables. Deceptively
simple in appearance, the hard part is
writing a very simple story that, between
the lines, offers a deep and thought -
provoking message. Fables are very hard to
develop, and our writers are doing some
great work, making effort to practice the
skill of telling less and showing more.
