True or false:  We drink the same water that Moses, Miriam, Abraham and Sarah drank 
thousands of years ago.  Many of the childrenõs groups were divided on whether this 
was true or not, which then spurred a wonderful discussion about where water came 
from and what happens to water.  God created a certain amount of water on the earth 
and, since then, the water has changed forms (gas, liquid, solid) and locations, but 
never quantities.  With the younger groups, we illustrated this idea by hearing a story 
about 2 drops of water named Drop and Tippah.  We also sang and danced òMayim, 
Mayim.ó  With the older groups, we sang and danced a song called, òThe Water Cycle 
Boogie.ó  Both the story and the song explain the processes of evaporation, condensa-
tion and precipitation.  

 We learned that water likes to be with water.  We did one experiment where wa-
ter was poured to the top of a cup and then more water was added.  Did the water 
spill?  Why or why not?  The children especially enjoyed trying to 
float a metal paper clip on top of some water in a bowl.  Did it float?  
Why?  Why not?  Lastly, we played a water relay race with 2 differ-
ent teams using 2 different sponges.  One sponge was a natural sea 
sponge and the other was a man-made sponge.  It was a lot of fun, 
especially on a hot, summer day.

Pinchas was 

very troubled and he rushed to punish Zimri right 

away so that everyone would see that the words 

of G-d must be obeyed. 

"It was dangerous. Zimri was a leader, and his 

tribe might have harmed Pinchas for what he did. 

Nobody would have expected him to risk his life. 

But Pinchas thought only about the will of G -d, he 

did much more than what anyone would have 

expected. To reward him, G-d made him a Kohen. 

"This is a lesson for us, too," the father continued. 

"We can't become a Kohen, but we can be sure that 

when we do more than what is expected, G-d will 

reward us in an exceptional manner too."
