is by Wolfson Hall (the circle area) .  

If the word Teva is used as an acronym, the letters may stand for the following: Togetherness, 
Ecosystems, Bal Tashchit, and Awareness.  This week, for our unit 
on tide pools, we had an opportunity to explore all these aspects of 
teva.   

 Following our discussion of the various ways in which tide 
pool creatures “earn a living,” we used old tennis balls to represent 
food while some of the children pretended to be stationary clams, 
barnacles, or mussels, and others pretended to be roaming crabs.  
Which animals have an easier time catching food?   

 Together, we explored tide pools and found a variety of animals 
and plants thriving in this ever-changing ecosystem.  We looked at, 
touched, and smelled bladderwrack, sea lettuce, and “worm” seaweed 
(named by the children.)  We turned over barnacle-covered rocks and 
found Asian shore crabs of all sizes as well as different types of clam 
worms.  The children were astounded when they found hundreds of 
moon snails congregating near the shore-line.  One group found tiny 
towers of sand with holes at the top.  These were the byproduct of clams 
spouting water.  

 Throughout our beach exploration, there were squeals, shrieks, 
and excited exclamations as we discovered and appreciated the amazing 

creations of Hashem.   
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Bubbles were the focus of this week's 2nd graders "Fab Lab" experience. Campers learned the right way 
to blow tabletop bubbles [DON'T suck in on the straw!] and created  a variety of bubble designs. They 
observed how bubbles connected, how they piled up and measured their diameter with rulers after they 
popped. The color range from refraction of the ceiling lights was also dramatic. [and this was only the 
first 10 minutes!] Since you don't have to buy devices to blow bubbles, after Mrs. L demonstrated, we 
blew them from different size funnels [VERY large,] plastic grids [cut from strawberry boxes] and sift-
ers. In between, we sponged the tables to keep wet surfaces and had a damp but wonderful time. In case 
you don't have funnels, cut up a plastic soda bottle [we tried those too] Any device with openings is 
worth experimenting with. Let me know what you discover next week. 

On Tuesday, Spinning Bees came to WSD for a Frisbee 
clinic.  Gary, the Frisbee expert showed us how he 
could use the Frisbee to shoot baskets in the gym!  
Throughout the day, each group had a private Frisbee 
clinic with Gary outside, where they played games, 
learned tricks and, most importantly,  had fun! 

    Tisha BõAvõ literally means 

„the 9th day of the Hebrew 

month of Av‟. It is the saddest 

day in the Jewish year, when 

we remember some of the terri-

ble things that have happened 

to our people since ancient 

times. 

     Seven terrible things have 
happened to the Jewish people 
on this date, the 9th of Av.  
1.      After the Jewish slaves 

were freed from Egypt, 

they were wandering in the 

desert on their way to the 

Land of Israel, “the 

promised land”. Be-

fore they got there, 12 

spies were sent to find 

out what Israel was 

like and report back to 

Moses and the other 

Jews. On the 9th Av, 10 

of them returned, say-

ing Israel was a bad 

place and would be 

impossible for the 

Jews to live in. When 

God heard them say 

that, he knew it was not true and he 

decided to punish almost all the 

Jewish people. He said that all the 

adult Jews who were alive at that 

time would have to keep wandering 

in the desert until they were dead 

(another 40 years). But their chil-

dren, plus the two spies who had 

come back with good reports from 

Israel would be allowed to enter 

Israel and live there for ever.
